The trails at Point Pinole lead through breezy meadows with wildfl owers in season, aromatic 
eucalyptus woods, or along bluff s and beaches on San Pablo Bay. Venture through the entire 
park and enjoy restored marshlands on a moderate 5.9-mile hike on the 2023 Trails Challenge.
